Director’s Reflection of 2021

Aswereflecton 2021, we must admit it has presented some seemingly overwhelming challenges
with the pandemic and our state’s tragic wildfires. But thanks to an historic commitment by
Governor Newsom and his administration, this year has also provided an opportunity to get
big things done, the likes of which we have never withessed.

Opportunities to prevent and potentially end homelessness, increase housing production,
remove barriers to construction and improve affordability.

The Governor's California Comeback Plan provides an incredible $10 billion for affordable
housing and another $12 billion to create housing opportunities for those experiencing or at
high risk of homelessness.

What will that ultimately mean for California2 $22 billion will mean somewhere in the
neighborhood of 84,000 new units, of which close to 44,000 new homes and treatment beds
will come online for those experiencing homelessness.

With our nation-leading Homekey program and our newest initiative — the California Housing
Accelerator — it is our goal to get a large amount of quality affordable housing online as
expeditiously as we possibly can for those who need it most.

When taken together and combined with the many other significant programs administered
by HCD, it all adds up to real progress in our quest to create housing and end California’s
housing crisis.

We all recognize that Homekey and the California Housing Accelerator are impactful,
innovative ideas, but they are just part of the picture. In addition to helping our most vulnerable
residents get housed, we are also focused on keeping people housed.

With funds provided by the federal government, California is in the process of distributing
billions of dollars to provide pandemic-related rent relief in this state, covering 100 percent of
back rent utilities and some future rent for thousands of families affected by the pandemic,
and more money to pay past due utility bills.
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So as you can see, the resources are there - now it's time to get to work and build a lot more
housing.

Part of our challenge is we must continue to hold local jurisdictions accountable should they
not honor their housing commitments.

Our Housing Accountability Unit within HCD plays a critical role in ensuring that local leaders
fulfill their legal responsibility to plan, zone for, and permit their share of the state’s housing
needs.

We're here to help them through that process, and we will be proactively staying on top of
noncompliance issues. The stakes are too high for anything less.

That's why, looking ahead to 2022, we hope to see our first Prohousing-designated cities. This
program is designed to provide incentives for cities and counties to remove barriers and create
the housing we need. Because remember — for every unit of housing we create, there is a real
story of a family whose lives will be improved immeasurably.

In addition, another major deliverable you will see from HCD will be the release of our Statewide
Housing Plan, which will guide our future work for the next seven or so years.

Our objectives are to keep Californians in their homes, produce more affordable and climate-
smarthousing, and act with urgency to address homelessness and housing needs by connecting
people with affordable housing faster. We want to be sure we are creating housing in areas
that reduce the effects of greenhouse gas emissions, as well as reduce vehicle miles travelled.

As Californians, when we work together to tackle threats, backed by bold investment, strong

collaboration, and greater urgency, we can make a huge difference in the future of our state
and the lives of many, many Californians. It's a calling worth all our efforts.

* HCD launched the Prohousing Designation Program, which provides incentives to
cities and counties in the form of additional points or other preference in the scoring
of competitive housing, community development, and infrastructure programs. HCD
established the Prohousing Designation Program to administer these incentives. Local
governments can receive a designation when implementing Prohousing policies and
receive an advantage when applying for several funding programs, including:

O Affordable Housing & Sustainable Communities (AHSC)
O Infill Infrastructure Grant (IIG)

O Transformative Climate Communities (TCC)
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* Local Early Action Planning Grants (LEAP)

O LEAP is part of the broader program formerly known as the Local Government
Planning Support Grants Program, which was established as part of the 2019-20
Budget Act. The 2019-20 Budget Act provides a spectrum of support, incentives,
resources, and accountability to meet California’s housing goals.

O The grants are anticipated to set the stage, through planning documents, for
the acceleration of over 770,000 housing units. The LEAP grants accompany a
similar planning grant (REAP) which was awarded to regional governments for
housing planning purposes, a landmark effort for the state.

* Surplus Land Act Implementation

O Starting January 2021, HCD has had expanded authority over the Surplus
Land Act. HCD is charged with reviewing notices of land that local agencies
are planning to dispose of, and review dispositions to ensure that affordable
housing groups were properly noticed and that the land maintains affordability
provisions.
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* Implemented Emergency Solutions Grant - Coronavirus Relief Funds (ESG-CV).
Outcomes for ESG (annual) for the reporting period: July 1, 2020, to June 30, 2021, are:
O 2209 households were rapidly rehoused
O 8000 persons were provided emergency shelter
O Total number of bed nights provided was 1.5 million
O Total number of bed nights available was 2.2 million

* Launched nationally recognized Homekey Program to rapidly house people
experiencing or at risk of homelessness during the COVID-19 pandemic.

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Statutory Basis of This Report

This report is produced in response to several statutory mandates. The primary requirement is
Health and Safety Code Section 50408:

(a) On or before December 31 of each year, the department shall submit an annual report
to the Governor and both houses of the Legislature on the operations and
accomplishments during the previous fiscal year of the housing programs administered
by the department, including, but not limited to, the Emergency Housing and Assistance
program and Community Development Block Grant activity.

(b) The report shall include all of the following information:

(1) The number of units assisted by these programs.

(2) The number of individuals and households served and their income levels.

(3) The distribution of units among various areas of the state.

(4) The amount of other public and private funds leveraged by the assistance provided by
these programs.

(5) Information detailing the assistance provided to various groups of persons by programs
that are targeted to assist those groups.

(6) The information required to be reported pursuant to Section 17031.8.

(7) An evaluation, in collaboration with the Department of Veterans Affairs, of any program
established by the department pursuant to Article 3.2 (commencing with Section
987.001) of Chapter 6 of Division 4 of the Military and Veterans Code.

(8) An evaluation of any program established by the Department to meet the legal
requirements of the Federal Housing Trust Fund program guidelines.

ltems (b)(1) through (b)(7) are included in this report.

Health and Safety Code Section 17031.8, cited in subdivision (b)(6), describes information
from HCD's Employee Housing Act regulatory program, administered, and reported
separately, by HCD's Division of Codes and Standards.
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This report also includes six-month implementation reports on new state-enacted programs,
as required by Government Code Section 11017.5, including:

* AB 1618, Chapter 43, Statutes of 2016, signed on July 1, 2017. First awards for No Place
Like Home program awarded 2018-19 fiscal year.

* AB 90, Chapter 686, Statutes of 2015, which authorized the Department to administer
federal Housing Trust Fund monies. An allocation plan was completed in 2017, and the
first funds were released in 2018 and awarded in fiscal year 2018-19.

16724.4. Any state bond measure approved by the voters on or after January 1, 2004, shall
be subject to an annual reporting process, as follows:

1 of the second year following the enactment of the bond measure, whichever is later,
and at least once a year thereafter.

(2) The amount of funds allocated on each project.
(3) The status of any project required or authorized to be funded.
(b) Costs of the report may be included in the cost of administering the bond measure
unless the measure specifically prohibits those expenses.
This report also includes information on tenants in units supported by the MHP-SH, as required
by Health and Safety Code Section 50675.14(f):

(a) A borrower shall, beginning the second year after supportive housing project
occupancy, include the following data in his or her annual report to the department.
However, a borrower who submits an annual evaluation pursuant to subdivision (c) may,
instead, include this information in the evaluation:
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(1) The length of occupancy by each supportive housing resident for the period covered
by the report.
(2) Changes in each supportive housing resident’s employment status during the

previous year.

(3) Changes in each supportive housing resident’s source and amount of income during
the previous year.

(b) The department shall include aggregate data with respect to the supportive housing
projects described in this section in the report that it submits to the Legislature pursuant
to Section 50675.12.

HCD is required to report annual information on AB 73 (Housing Sustainability District Program,
Chapter 371, statute of 2017) pursuant to Government Code Section 66209. There were no
program reviews this fiscal year.

HCD is required to report annual information on AB 1505 (Inclusionary Rental Housing
Ordinance Reviews) pursuant to Government Code section 65850.01, subdivision (f). There
were no ordinance reviews this fiscal year.

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Multifamily Housing Program
Supportive Housing (Tenant Characteristics)

California’s Multifamily Housing Program — Supportive Housing (MHP-SH) helps fund housing that is both affordable and
includes supportive services.

« Purpose: Provide affordable homes for people who need extra support to live stable lives(affordable rental
housing).

« Serves: People with disabilities, people experiencing or at risk of homelessness, others who need extra support.

« Funded by: State General Fund and voter-approved housing bond funds from the Housing and Emergency
Trust Fund Acts of 2002 (Proposition 46) and 2006 (Proposition 1C).

Those who use funding from the MHP-SH are required to submit reports to HCD describing the characteristics of their
tenants, beginning the second year after the housing is occupied. For 2020-21, HCD received reports from 111 of 114 MHP-
SH developments. The 111 developments include 3,224 units restricted under MHP-SH and were occupied by 3,355 tenant
households during some part of the reporting period.!

Prior to moving into supportive housing:
« 76.3 percent of the fenant households experienced homelessness.

o 23.7 percent were at risk of homelessness. (A person is considered “at risk of homelessness” if theirincome is less than 20
percent of California’s median income.)

Units funded by MHP-SH are required to be occupied by people who require supportive services in one or more of five specific
categories. Of the 3,355 tenant households described in the reports:

60.3 percent were living with mental illness

19.8 percent had a long-term chronic health condition
9.2 percent were living with chronic substance abuse
5.6 percent had a developmental disability

5.1 percent were living with HIV/AIDS

Nationwide, the prevalence of employer-owned housing has declined
in recent years; however, shortages of local agricultural workers is
causing an increased use of the U.S. Department of Labor’'s Temporary
Agricultural (H-2A) program in California. The H-2A program allows U.S.
employers who meet specific regulatory requirements, such as showing
they initially attempted to find domestic workers to fill the positions, to
bring foreign workers to the United States to fill temporary agricultural
jobs. H-2A employees must be provided housing at no cost to the worker;
if the provided housing meets the Employee Housing Act requirements, it
must be permitted to operate through HCD.

The seasonal nature, rural locations, and frequent resistance by the
surrounding communities create barriers to housing H-2A employees,
which can lead to health and safety concerns at the H-2A provided
housing. HCD will be working with the California Employment Development
Department, which assists the U.S. Department of Labor in administering
the H-2A program in California, to better tfrack and monitor the housing
provided for H-2A workers, including increased outreach to H-2A
employers about HCD permitting requirements and information sharing
between the two agencies.

In fiscal year 2019-20, HCD presented to the California Employment
Development Department, the U.S. Department of Labor, and labor
contractors and agricultural employers at the Agricultural Personnel
Management Association Forum in Monterey, California.

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Commitment to Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion: Our Framework

Who We Are

The State of California is the largest employer in the state. As one of the most ethnically and
culturally diverse states in the nation, it stands to reason that diversity is synonymous with
California. Diversity and inclusion are often grouped together to describe a wide range of
diversity efforts. But they are different. Diversity is the combination of varied demographics
and experiences reflected in the workplace.

Inclusion, on the other hand, is recognizing and valuing all employee perspectives and
contributions. It has been described as being inviting, fair and respectful, and enabling
people to realize their capabilities. Whereas diversity is a measure of the composition of an
organization, inclusion is the measure of how successfully that organization has built its culture
to reflect its composition.

This distinction is important because diversity alone does not drive inclusion. Without inclusion,
the crucial connections that attract diverse talents, encourage their participation, foster
innovation, and lead to business growth will not happen. Diversity is an important first step, but
inclusion must be the long-term focus.

Diversity is a key driver of innovation and a critical component of business success. It is
recognized that a diverse set of experiences, perspectives, backgrounds, and talents is crucial
to foster innovation and the development of new ideas. A diverse civil service workforce is
vital to align with the diverse people and communities throughout the state that it serves, and
essential to attract and retain a diverse talent pool. This report provides data on HCD employee
demographics, and in some instances, on comparable demographics of California’s civil
service employees, the relevant labor force, and California’s population.

Correspondingly important is equity and is often confused with equality. Equality assumes we
are all the same and are starting from the same place, regardless of circumstance. Whereas
equity distributes resources based on individual need and intends to close the gap so that
race or other factors do not predict one's success, while also improving outcomes for all. At
HCD, we measure workforce equity and leverage our internal diverse workforce to influence
equitable outcomes in the service of our mission.

True diversity is inclusive, comprehensive, and measurable. HCD's strategic approach is
to infegrate diversity, inclusion, and equity into all aspects of the workplace culture. HCD
models three pillars for success, each equally important and interdependent of the other:

Gender Diversity

As of the June 30, 2021, CalHR 5102 Report, approximately 127 team members, or 15 percent, self-identified as persons with
disabilities, which is above the 13.3 percent parity threshold set by the California Department of Human Resources

Our enterprise-wide initiatives and strategies are designed to attract, develop and advance
talented individuals inclusive of race, national origin, sexual orientation, religion, age, gender,
disability status, military or veteran status, or any other broad range of human differences.

Diversity Initiatives

To create a pool of diverse, multicultural, and qualified professionals, HCD attended a variety
of outreach events, including those targeting veterans, college students, and experienced
professionals in specific fields or occupations. The Human Resources Branch partnered with
subject matter experts from various areas within HCD to attend events specifically targeting
various professional fields.

Diversity Job Interview Question

Since its inception in 2018, HCD continued to require a mandatory diversity question on all
oral interviews by leveraging one of our Core Values, Diversity. The purpose of the diversity
question is not to assess the applicant’s personal identity, but to assess the applicant’s skills
and knowledge on the value and importance of Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion. The overall
goal is to create an environment of inclusion and hire people who are aligned with the values
of HCD, and who can work effectively in an inclusive workplace where individual differences
and perspectives are respected and leveraged to achieve organizational goals.

Inclusion Job Posting Statement

Since 2018, HCD continued to communicate our commitment to diversity and inclusion to
potential job candidates by posting the following inclusive statement on all job vacancy
postings:

HCD values diversity at all levels of the organization and is committed to fostering an
environment in which employees from a variety of backgrounds, cultures, and personal
experiences are welcomed and can thrive. HCD believes the diversity of our employees
and their unique ideas inspire innovative solutions to further our mission. Join HCD and
help us improve the lives of all Californians.
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Limited Examination and Appointment Program (LEAP)

HCD also participated in the state-mandated Limited Examination and Appointment Program.
Limited Examination and Appointment Program is an alternative selection process for the
recruitment and hiring of persons with disabilities.

Social Media

In an effort to communicate with today’s technology-savvy job seekers, HCD leveraged our
social media presence by advertising job openings on Linkedin, Twitter, and Facebook and
sent job opportunities to our listservs to ensure diverse and inclusive outreach.

Inclusion Initiatives

Focusing on inclusion helps build a sense of belonging. Building a culture of belonging
empowers people to do their best work. HCD is where people of different views, backgrounds
and experiences can come together and show up for one another. Here are some ways that
we're doing just that.

Annual Accountability Agreements

To build and sustain a diverse and inclusive workplace culture here at HCD, we understand
that it requires each and every HCD team member to do their part. That's why in 2020, HCD
included diversity, inclusion and equity expectations into annual accountability agreements
(annual performance reviews). Incorporating diversity, inclusion and equity in annual
performance reviews across the enterprise supports HCD's strategic initiative of Cultivating a
Culture of Excellence by integrating a performance and metrics-driven mindset.

Can We Chat Sessions

In 2018, HCD implemented monthly Can We Chat sessions to normalize race discussions
that cultivate a collective understanding of implicit bias and equity and foster a peer-to-
peer support and collaborative problem-solving methodology to enrich the attributes of an
inclusive workplace culture. Topics discussed during this fiscal year included subjects such
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as: Structural and Institutional Racism; George Floyd; How Can White People Be Better Allies
to People of Color; Farmworkers and Covid-19; Native Americans and Access to Affordable
Housing; LGBTQ+ Discrimination in Housing; Crip Camp — A Disability Revolution; Eliminating
Microaggressions — the Next Level of Inclusion.

Equal Employment Opportunity Training

HCD's Equal Employment Opportunity Office continued the two-year training cycle for all
HCD employees to attend mandated Equal Employment Opportunity training. This three-
hour fraining session focuses on discrimination, harassment, and retaliation prevention
awareness to the HCD workforce. In addition, the training includes a one-hour introductory
segment on Implicit Bias Awareness to learn how we perceive and respond to the world,
which is strongly influenced by factors of which we are completely unaware. Unconscious,
or Implicit, biases are grounded in one’s personal history and can detract from the quality of
decision making as policy makers, leaders and managers.

Employee Resources Groups

With over 33 employees participating in three Employee Resources Groups, HCD's employee-
led resources groups are instrumental in fostering inclusion and advocating on behalf of
communifies.

Cultural Diversity Committee

In early 2020, HCD created the Cultural Diversity Committee for HCD employees. The Committee
serves as an advisory body to the Director and the EEO Office in an effort to build an inclusive
workplace culture that will serve as a resource and technical advisor regarding opportunities
and experience of employees, and/or the diverse communities HCD serves. In addition, the
Committee will promote cultural diversity awareness through guest speakers, an annual cultural
diversity event, and/or special activities. The first initiative by the Cultural Diversity Committee
included a beautiful tabletop diversity cookbook showcasing the Department’s
collective diversity through shared family recipes and personal stories and photos.
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The inaugural year also brought the virtual month-long cultural celebration in April. April is
nationally known as Celebrate Diversity Month and the committee leveraged the elements
often found in diverse communities: art, music and storytelling. Each week HCD created a
virtual place and space to showcase our collective diversity by offering an Open Mic — Poetry
reading session using the | AM poem, a featured employee with musical talents and individual
stories. Over 900 employees attended the various virtual activities.

Disability Advisory Committee

The Disability Advisory Committee is composed of HCD employees who serve as an advisory
body to the Director and the EEO Office in an effort o enhance employment and promotional
opportunities, and to ensure equal treatment and access to services and benefits for HCD
employees with disabilities. The Disability Advisory Committee focused its efforts on the following
areas: promoting disability employment awareness; promoting ideas and feedback related
to HCD efforts to recruit, retain, and advance individuals with disabilities; enhancing health
and safety; and maintaining representation and participation on the State Disability Advisory
Council.

The DAC projects and accomplishmentsin the past fiscal year included: developing resources,
training, and information about invisible disabilities for HCD employees; organized and
hosted Windmill Trainings that provided tools on how to interact with staff and coworkers with
emotional disabilities. The DAC also organized guest speakers during the month of October
in celebration of National Disabilities Employee Awareness Month. In recognition of the 30™
Anniversary of the American with Disabilities Act (ADA), Pride Industries presented on myths
and realities about people with disabilities in the workplace and people first language.

LGBTQ+ Committee

HCD createdthe Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender, Queer/Questioning (LGBTQ+) Committee
for HCD employees in November of 2020. The Committee serves as an advisory body to the
Director and the EEO Office in an effort to build an inclusive workplace culture and provide
awareness of the LGBTQ+ community. The Committee promotes LGBTQ+ community awareness
through guest speakers, an annual PRIDE month campaign, and/or special activities. In June
2021, the LGBTQ+ Committee organized the first annual Pride Month with virtual activities that
ranged from Open Mic sessions using the | AM poem, Can We Chat (LGBTQ+ Discrimination in
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Housing), Connecting the Dots (Housing Instability as a LGBTQ+ Person), and a book club that
featured In the Shadows of the Freeway: Growing up Brown and Queer. Over 200 employees
attended the various month-long celebrations.

Equity Initiatives

Bridging the Wealth Gap Through Small Business

HCD aims to further support our state's economy by investing in small businesses. During
the 2020/2021 fiscal year, HCD's small business participation represented 74 percent, which
attributed to over $21 million being awarded. These businesses help HCD run day-to-day,
supplying everything from equipment to consultative services, and much more. This
contribution enhances California’s local economy and enriches our experience by doing
business with a wide range of supply and service vendors.

Government Alliance on Race Equity (GARE)

HCD participated in the Government Alliance on Race Equity in 2016, 2018 and the 2019
implementation year. Government Alliance on Race Equity is a national network of government
entities working to achieve racial equity and advancement opportunity for all. During this
fiscal year, HCD infroduced the Housing Advance Planning Equity Evaluation Tool into
strategic planning projects. The tool was developed to help guide equity considerations
for housing policy and program development.

Upward Mobility Program

The Upward Mobility Program is a career mobility program designed to give state employees
in entry-level classifications an opportunity to advance to classifications with higher
wage-earning potential. Equal Employment Opportunity plays an important role in the
Upward Mobility Program because traditionally many entry-level classifications are held by
women (66%), employees of color (58%), and employees with disabilities. The Upward Mobility
Program was reassigned to the Human Resources Branch effective August 1, 2021.

Through college courses, state training courses, stretch exercise, resume review, mentorship,
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and mock interviews, each participant received a career development plan to achieve their
career goals within six to twenty-four months. The Upward Mobility Program supports HCD's
Strategic Goals by supporting succession planning, knowledge transfer, mentorship, employee
retention, and diversity by building career pipelines to support workforce equity through access
to higher wage-earning careers.

Our Future

Next year promises to be a productive one for HCD's continued diversity, inclusion, and equity
efforts as we stand up the newly created DEl Unit within the Organizational Development
Division. Our goals include expanding our reach by helping others in our Department to
better understand diversity, inclusion, and equity, and to join us in furthering our efforts. We
will look for external partners who share our commitment to strengthen our collaborative
efforts for equitable outcomes for all Californians.
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
