SUBJECT: 2011 AMENDMENTS TO THE OCCUPATIONAL LICENSING REGULATIONS
CONTAINED IN CALIFORNIA CODE OF REGULATIONS, TITLE 25

This Information Bulletin provides information regarding recent revisions to California Code of
Regulations, Title 25 (T25), Chapter 4, applicable to licensed manufacturers, dealers, and
salespersons. These revisions became effective April 6, 2011, and clarify existing licensing
regulations for in-state and out-of-state manufacturer requirements:

° Section 5002 was amended to add definitions for: Additional Business Location;
Designated Managing Employee; Main Business Location; Responsible Managing
Employee; and Secondary Business Location.

e Section 5010 was amended to clarify that in-state and out-of-state manufacturer
manufacturing facilities are subject to the same licensing requirements.

e  Section 5040 was amended to clarify that in-state and out-of-state manufacturer facilities
are subject to the same licensing and renewal fees.
