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Listening Session Unanswered Questions (1/3)

Question
These are more comments than questions: I would ask that applicants be allowed to apply for two 
OTC apps as long as they do not go over 3.25 mil total – for instance, a Housing Program and ED 
Program for up to 1.5 mil so many types of projects and programs have been moved to the OTC 
umbrella this year, it feels very limiting.

Answer
Thank you for the feedback but we won't be allowing more than one OTC applications. We want 
to allow as many jurisdictions to come in as possible. Applicants will need to prioritize.
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Listening Session Unanswered Questions (2/3)
Question
Pre-development use of CDBG and then not using CDBG funding to complete the 
project is an issue for very small rural jurisdictions that do not have other options for 
infrastructure/public facilities projects. So please take this into consideration in the 
future for being considered for awarding OTC infrastructure/public facilities projects.

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Listening Session Unanswered Questions (3/3)

Question
For a single OTC application, could it include an Infrastructure component along with 
multiple Housing Assistance components? Or, would we have to select one for the 
application - Infrastructure OR Housing Assistance?

Answer
An applicant would have to choose one OTC application to submit, in this case either 
an infrastructure project or a housing program.

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Listening Session Recap (1/2)
Question
Can you please clarify - if we apply under the competitive solicitation for Public 
Services - as proposed we can only apply for 1 Public Service for up to $250k?

Answer
An applicant can apply for up to two applications total. This may include one OTC and 
one competitive or two competitive. The two competitive can include two public 
services applications, two planning applications, OR a public service and a planning 
application.

2024 NOFA
Question
We have a jurisdiction has asked us to consider their project for the 2024 NOFA. 
They need help for funding for a planning project for a fire hydrant planning project 
(they are LMI/LMA eligible). I was wondering about eligibility for the 2024 NOFA. (FYI 
they don't have fire hydrants and they need a system to rebuild in their downtown)

Answer
For the 2024 NOFA we will have a competitive application for public and planning 
services. The funding amounts are anticipated to be $250,000 per award. For 
planning, it can be a feasibility study or predevelopment cost type of planning. If you 
reach out to your HCD representative, we can set up a meeting to do a brainstorming 
session, get more details about the need of that community, and what the community 
wants to implement.

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Program Income Set Aside for 2024
